Welcome
Awana is a weekly Christian club ministry that presents the gospel to children through a Bible based curriculum. Each club night is broken up into three different sessions: Handbook Time, Game Time, and Council Time. 

In Handbook Time children are encouraged to excel individually in their Bible verse memorization. They receive recognition and rewards as they reach different milestones.

Game Time is a period of fun and fellowship. Children are placed on one of four teams and participate in a variety of games on the Awana circle. These games are fun and competitive, but are of a nature that allows almost all children to participate regardless of their athletic skills.

Council Time provides a Christian message that is intended to present the gospel as well as Christian morals and values to the children. Awana leaders and special guest speakers present these messages at a level that children can understand.

Uniforms
A uniform may be purchased after the club entrance booklet has been completed. No awards will be given if a uniform has not been purchased, nor will they be given if the clubber is not in complete uniform that evening. Upon receiving awards, attach them to the uniform immediately. Lost awards will be replaced at the clubber’s own expense (50¢ each). If you cannot afford a uniform for your child, please contact the Awana Commander to make special arrangements.

DUES
Dues for Awana clubs are used to purchase awards, prizes, trophies, and other club needs. Costs are as follows:

$1/night, paid on a weekly basis

(29 weeks = $29 or $27 in advance)

Please see the commander if you need to make special arrangements to pay dues. 
ATTENDANCE AWARDS
To qualify for an award, a clubber may have only one unexcused club absence a quarter and two unexcused Sunday School absences a semester. A note from the parent should be brought telling why the clubber should be given an excused absence. Excessive excused absences may disqualify a clubber from getting an attendance award (at the discretion of the club director). NOTE:  The entrance test must be passed and a uniform must be worn to receive any award.

Cubbie First Book Bear – Awarded upon completion of one Cubbie handbook.

Cubbie Second Book Ribbon – Awarded upon completion of two Cubbie handbooks.

Spark’s First & Second Book Ribbon – These are ribbons that are given after completing the HangGlider (year 1) and WingRunner (year 2) books.

Spark’s Plaque – Plaque awarded to any Spark completing all three Spark handbooks
Alpha Award – Awarded upon completion of one 3rd – 12th grade handbook.

Excellence Trophy – Awarded upon completion of two 3rd – 12th grade handbooks.

Challenge Award – Awarded upon completion of three 3rd – 12th grade handbooks.

Timothy Award – Awarded upon completion of four 3rd – 12th grade handbooks.

Meritorious Award – Awarded upon completion of six 3rd – 12th grade handbooks. 

Citation Plaque – Awarded upon completion of all ten 3rd – 12th grade handbooks. 

SPECIAL EVENTS
Awana Fall Ministry Conference – September 17th  
This conference is for all current Awana leaders or for anyone who works with youth. Veteran leaders and guest speakers provide training and workshops that will help you work more effectively with children and youth. 

24/7 Expedition – January 24th – 25th   
This is a weekend where the 7th – 12th grade clubbers compete in the Bible Quiz, the Awana games, and various fine arts.
Bible Quiz – February 18th  
The intent of the Bible quizzing is to promote and encourage clubbers in Bible memorization and review of their handbooks. Bible quizzing provides an atmosphere in which clubbers can display their Bible knowledge and also helps our youth to develop a greater love and working knowledge of the Bible. Only clubbers in 3rd grade and older can compete in this event.

Awana Games & Sparks-A-Rama - March 17th 
The Awana games and Sparks-A-Rama are a fun and exciting way for the clubbers to compete as a team against other area Awana clubs. These events are some of the main highlights of the club year. 

Awards Ceremony – May 16th 

The best night of the year!  We will give out all Book Awards earned this year and have an Ice Cream Social afterwards.

Rocky Mountain Camp – Summer 2012
This is a chance for the “best of the best” Awana clubbers to go to a unique camp that is designed to give them a God centered learning  experience, a chance to meet other Christian kids throughout the Rocky Mountain region, and of course, have lots and lots of fun! In order for a clubber to be eligible for camp, they must have finished one book and completed the 5th grade. If they are a returning camper, they must complete their handbook for this year.

Awards Night
CLUB RULES
1. Follow the 4 R’s:

· Respect God

· Respect your leaders

· Respect each other

· Respect the building

· Respect is defined as “to consider worthy of high regard” and “to refrain from interfering with”

2. Clubber must participate in all activities (unless temporarily excused from game time with a note from parents).  

3. Once a clubber has their uniform they should wear it to every club meeting and activity. The uniform should be clean and in good condition. Spark and Cubbie vest must be buttoned.

4. Five Count:  When a leader begins to count one to five out loud everyone should IMMEDIATELY be quiet. 

5. Three Count:  If a clubber’s behavior is unruly the leader may place him/her under a ONE count. If the problem continues, the clubber will be placed under a TWO count and then sent to talk to the director. If the problem occurs a third time, the clubber is placed under a THREE count and then sent to talk with the Commander.  The situation will be discussed between the Commander, clubber and parents before the clubber goes home that night. 

6. Clubbers will not be allowed to bring toys, food, drinks, bubble gum or anything else deemed unnecessary for Awana clubs.  

7. Awana directors and leaders will be addressed as Mr. or Mrs.
